Mark was on a tour of duty in Afghanistan when he stepped on an improvised explosive device which blew up
in front of him. He lost both his legs and his right arm in the explosion. He was the UK's first triple amputee to survive
the Afghanistan conflict. Within a year he had learnt how to walk using prosthetic limbs and was sit-skiing in Colorado.
Mark is now an author, an owner of multiple small businesses and is also a motivational speaker and travels around the
world to tell his story. It was amazing to have him talk to the children and let them ask him questions. They were so
interested to hear everything he talked about. He was an inspiration to listen to. Thank you to Mark for giving up his
time and answering all our questions. | think it was the first time he had spoken to a class dressed as a range of book
characters and led by the Queen of Hearts!

Support for those with teenagers

The community safeguarding council are running a ‘Let’s Talk Teenagers’ Project. They want to empower parents,
guardians and grandparents to support their teenager through the challenges they are being faced with every day.
