Foundation Stage suggested activities for Week 18.05.2020

the beanstalk in the garden?

Why did Jack get sent to bed?

How do think Jack felt when he climbed up the beanstalk? ~ Why?

Why did Jack's Mum chop down the beanstalk?

Using Puppets - Have a go at retelling the story.
Attached are some puppets or you can draw your own. You could use sticks from your garden or daily
walk to put them on.

Try using a big, deep voice when you are the giant!

Jack's next door neighbour was feeling rather jealous of Jack's
beanstalk. He had a tiny, fluffy, rainbow seed in his shed so
he planted it in the ground and he waited, and waited.

Draw a picture of the plant you think that might have grown in his garden.

Fingerprint Beanstalks - If you have some paints at home this could be messy fun!
- Explores colour and how colours can be changed

Begin by reading or recapping a beanstalk themed story like ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’ or ‘Jasper’s Beanstalk.’
Encourage the children to talk about what they know about beanstalks- talk about the different colours they might
see.

We are going to paint some beanstalk pictures using paintbrushes and our fingers!

Explain that we are going to mix our own green paint using 2 other colours. Ask if they know which two colours
might go together to make green - (yellow and blue).

Experiment with paints to see if they can make green.

Use some yellow and blue paint and encourage them to mix them together to create a green colour. Talk about
what happens when they mix the colours and how to change the type of green by adding a little more yellow or
blue.

Once they have mixed their new colour, encourage them to dip a finger into the paint and press it onto the paper
along a painted line, making the leaves for their beanstalk.
