3. Discussion points 

Firstly Esther Chalker would like to step down as Chair and Hannah will stand up as Chair. This was seconded by Sarah Ward and Katy de Looze. We will put out a notice to ask for anyone that would like to be vice chair. Esther will still be coming to meetings going forward and will play an active role. Thank you Esther for your help so far and going forward. 

Next point of discussion is helpers for any PTA activity. Every parent is a member of the PTA and this needs to be clarified to everyone involved in the school. Need to advertise more that any money raised is going back to the school and is funding our children's education. Result - look at creating a flyer to advertise the PTA and what the PTA does and how our children benefit from the various activities that are carried out. Re-look at how we promote the PTA meetings. 

Other points that were discussed. 

· New starters coffee morning to introduce new parents to the PTA. Date TBC. Invite to be created.

· Admin rights for Jo's playground – KdL and HBC to update with any new posts that are needed. 

· Update everyone on where the money raised is being used. e.g. we spent this much on theatre production. This will be at a later date once the new PTA have been active for a while so proper update can be given. 

· Boo to a Goose local theatre company. Space cats – 2 performances (Key stage 1 & 2) – 45 mins each Until 12/7/19  total cost of £250.  We felt this is great value for money and will look at getting them booked in for January. 

· Wishes from Teachers– Event - theatre show, shade for patios – benches to fit a group round. Speak to Adele. Have Benches on the playground. Umbrellas for shade. Blackout blinds for Hall. Foundation – Toys wanted and seating for shade area. Get in touch with garden centre's to see if they will donate. New freezer for PTA storage – ask on  Jo's playground if anyone has one to donate.  

4. PTA Accounts

· 30th September is end of accounts year. 
Profit received from recent events.
· Sponsored bounce was in July and the total profit raised from this is £833.82.
· Ice creams £147.10 profit.
· Total of summer fair and interim fair (street party) = £196.05 profit. Takings last Friday 867.56 Profit for both  = £748.00 excluding raffle. 

· £ 7,527 in the bank excluding takings from Friday.
Carryover activity on spending PTA Money
· Year 6 leavers hoodie, photo and BBQ – £153.50 cost. Look at doing this for 2020 class 6 leavers. 

· Music lessons – Primary Music up until 12/7/19  Total cost of £1,742.40 All agreed for this to continue.

· Look at a car boot sale on a Saturday and use tokens that parents buy beforehand. Kids lose money so tokens may be a way forward.

· Christmas present room – 02.12.19 = pre -cut wrapping paper. Give each class a list of what they can buy and give it to them beforehand. 
· Christmas Fair – 13.12.19 to include Santa's grotto. Santa photos. Whilst kids are waiting, get them to do letter to Father Christmas, make reindeer food. Christmas cards, have a craft room.  - external Tables charge a fee (£10.00 and a donation for the raffle). Have a large raffle – e.g. one donation that has already been offered is a Hoseseasons lodge for a break in the school holidays.
